Norges Bank's international reserves comprise foreign exchange reserves and defined assets and liability
items related to the International Monetary Fund (IMF). The defined items are Special Drawing Rights
(SDRs), Norway's quota subscription in the IMF, loans to the New Arrangement to Borrow (NAB) and NOK
liability to the IMF.

Norges Bank's foreign exchange reserves shall be available Tor Use as part of the conduct of monetary
policy with a view to promoting financial stability and to meet Norges bank's international commitments
to the IMF and individual countries. The foreign exchange reserves are divided into an equity portfolio
managed by Norges Bank Investment Management, a fixed income portfolio and a petroleum buffer
portfolio managed by Norges Bank Markets and ICT.
